Relative Clauses: The Rules

Where In a sentence?

The estate agentyho badly needs a salas frightened to show people around.

They were all embedded* inside the main clause.
Therefore, we could also call theembedded relative clauses
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Relative Clauses: The Rules

Where In a sentence?

The children all did well in the spelling test,
which made their teacher smile.

Which is the relative pronoun so this time the relative clause is after
the main clause.

We still need a comma before the relative clause as this is also extra,
non-essential (non-restrictive) information.




Relative Clauses: The Tricky Bits

Relative clauses can p@n-restrictive (not essential to the meaning of the sentence) or
restrictive (essential to the meaning of the sentence).
Here Is a restrictive relativelause.
